Lesson 10 – You’ll Come Around

Now that you’ve learned how to execute a palm mute, you can start on your first real song.
If you haven’t heard Green Day’s – “When I Come Around” then GET OUT FROM UNDER YOUR ROCK!!! But, whether you’ve heard the song or not, you should download it from the link below (if you don’t have a copy of it) so that you can listen to it anytime.

Once you have done that, give it a listen. Get familiar with how it sounds in your head. That way when you practice, you’ll be more likely to catch mistakes you make.

**REMEMBER – Use your distortion pedal!!! That’s how the song is written!! **

It’s as easy as these two sets of chords (also known as Riffs). The first riff is used for the intro and for the verse. You Palm mute the 1st 2 chords on the G and on the D, and the 1st chord on the E. The 3rd chords on the G and D are not muted. In fact, don’t mute any chords that don’t have a PM under them. 
I’ve left the Solo out to be covered in the next couple of lessons. Just worry about the rest of the song.

A good way to learn a song is to listen to it while you look at the tabs. This will also give you a good idea of how the palm mutes are used. 
Finally, here is a chord version of this song (It’ll match the song order above):
